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ÅImplemented on July 1, 2005, Smiles For Children 
(SFC)is the Virginia Medicaid dental program 
designed to improve access to quality dental services 
for children enrolled in Medicaid and CHIP across the 
Commonwealth.  

ÅThe program was made possible through the support 
of the Governor and the General Assembly, including 
the provision of an overall 30 percent increase in 
funding for the reimbursement of dental services in 
2005. 
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Covered Services 
(for all members under 21 years old)

ÅRegular dental checkups-every 6 months
ÅX-rays-when needed
ÅCleaning and fluoride-every 6 months
ÅSealants
Å Information and education about oral care
ÅSpace maintainers (if medically necessary)
ÅBraces (if medically necessary)
ÅAnesthesia (if medically necessary) 
ÅExtractions
ÅRoot canal treatment
ÅCrowns
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Adult Dental Coverage
ÅEmergency dental care and the associated 

diagnostics are the only covered services for adults 
under the Virginia Medicaid dental program, Smiles 
for Children.Dental emergencies that may qualify 
for reimbursement are ones compromising a

ÅThe exception is dental coverage for pregnant 
women enrolled in Medicaid and FAMIS MOMS.
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As of March 1, 2015, Virginia provides comprehensive dental 
benefits to low-income pregnant women

ÅPregnant women with periodontal disease may be up to 8X more likely 
to deliver prematurely, and 18 percent of all preterm births may be 
attributable to periodontal disease.
ÅAppropriate dental care during pregnancy can reduce poor birth 
outcomes
Providing care: 
Å45,000 low-income pregnant women enrolled in Medicaid or FAMIS 
MOMS are eligible for comprehensive dental.
